All students entering ninth grade
in September are required by the |
state to have a complete physical
exam and completed blue “Health
Assessment Record.” The "blue
form" is now valid for sports participation too. Parents/
guardians need to complete the first page of the blue form
and, after it is completed by the physician, forward it to the
attention of the School Nurse at Norwalk High School. If
your child has already had a physical this school year (after
September 1, 2010) that physical is valid for entry into ninth
grade but not for sports participation. For students
participating in sports during the 2011-12 school year the
physical must be completed on or after July 1, 2011. Please
remember that doctors' offices are often very busy during the
summer, so please call to schedule your physical soon,
particularly if your child plans on playing fall sports.

At the beginning of the school year, parking is open
only to seniors. Depending upon the number of spots
taken, then it MAY be open to juniors.

When applying for a sticker (which is done in B-
House ONLY before and after school), students need to
bring with them the following:

O Driver’s License

U Auto Registration

O Insurance card

O $10.00 fee

U A note from their house office indicating all
obligations have been taken care of.

After all requirements have been fulfilled, students
will receive a sticker and a contract explaining the rules
of on-campus parking.

Juniors and seniors who get their license during the
course of the school year can apply for a parking sticker at
that time and will receive one if there are spaces available.

Limousine Rental Guidelines

As we approach prom season, please keep the
following information in mind when considering renting a
limousine for prom.

If an unlicensed or improperly licensed limousine is
stopped in a spot check and found to be operating illegally,
enforcement action will be taken. The occupants who hired
the limousine service may find themselves without the
transportation they hired for the rest of the evening. If such
action is taken, it will be because of safety considerations.

A properly licensed vehicle will have a license plate which
is white in color and shall have the word LIVERY on it.

Hundreds of Norwalk High School students, teachers and parents as well as community members

answered a global call to help the citizens of Haiti last March. Students organized a dodgeball
tournament that raised thousands of dollars that went to supplying water and rebuilding schools in the
earthquake-stricken country.

Thank you for your support of the school budget. Throughout January and February, many parents and students provided great insights about the
2011-12 Operating Budget to the Board of Education and all the elected officials. To bring everyone up-to-date, the Common Council set a budget amount
of $153,361,267 or a 2.4% increase for the school year 2011-12. The Superintendent’s Budget of 3.32% equated $155,338,729 and was developed with
over $4 million dollars of reductions. Therefore, we still have a gap of $1,977,462 to figure out. As | stated when | presented my 3.32% budget, this was
not a recommended budget. Now, with this added gap, we will have to go deeper in making reductions. As we look at further reductions, | am cognizant
that each and every reduction will impact our ability to provide a strong instructional program to your children. In order to support our Operating Budget,
we are asking for help from our union partners. We must be able to avoid this second level of deeper reductions. However, | do not believe that we will be
able to go into the 2011-12 school year without reductions unless the cap from the City is reconsidered.
